Our decisions shape how our endowments are
invested, who serves in positions of leadership,
and define our priorities. I always say that if you
want to see democracy in action you should
serve as a GA delegate for your congregation.
That’s what I will be doing June 20-24.

I do this because I feel a duty to serve our great-
er religious movement. I don’t always agree with
the decisions that are made. I occasionally disa-
gree with the UUA’s leadership and even some of
my colleagues about what our movement’s focus
should be. But even when I disagree and struggle
to understand, I know that we’re in this together,
and I trust the wisdom of our community. We
cannot forget that we are a sacred religious com-
munity. A community of compassionate people
trying our best to serve justice, righteousness,
and peace in all we do.

We're not going to get it right every time. But
there are times when our hard work and strug-
gles pay off. The only way to strengthen our mis-
sion is to live it. To put faith into action.
